INTRODUCTION

This booklet has been assembled to provide students and parents with some basic information that may help in selecting the
most appropriate courses for a viable high school program.  Diploma requirements for each year of your program should be
considered carefully.  It is expected that 40-42 credits be taken both in grade ten (10) and in grade eleven (11).  This will pro-
vide the necessary foundation of prerequisites as well as allowing for some flexibility in the selection of courses for the grade
twelve (12) year.  In grade twelve (12), a minimum of 30 credits should be taken.  Grade twelve (12) students must be enrolled
in at least 30 credits at Olds High School to be eligible to participate in the graduation exercises.

Outreach School Policy– Occasionally students are unable to fit a course into a timetable because of a course conflict or the
need to complete a failed course.  Decided on a case by case basis, the Principal may grant approval for such students to take
a course at the Olds Outreach School.  If the student is able to fit the course into their schedule at Olds High School, permis-
sion to take the course at the Outreach School will not be granted.  Success in blended school programs has been very rare.

Course choices should be discussed by parents and students before the pre-registration form is completed and submitted.  The
decisions made will directly influence future course eligibility and indirectly even career possibilities following high school.
The course offerings for next year are directly linked to the information gathered from these forms.

Our school is committed to providing a course offering that can best serve the needs and interests of our students while max-
imizing the utilization of our staff expertise.  Please consider the diploma requirements and the course descriptions herein cau-
tiously.  If you have questions or concerns, call us at (403) 556-3391.  Final registration and completion of the three year plans
will happen in late April.  Working copies of the course registration forms and the three-year planning sheets are included in
this booklet and should be prepared in consultation with parents before the final registration date.  Students need to come to
the registration process prepared.  Should you have questions about your program, make an appointment to see the Guidance
Counselor before the registration day.

ALBERTA HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA REQUIREMENTS

To earn an Alberta High School Diploma, a student must:

•earn a minimum of 100 credits.
•meet the standards and complete the following courses:

•English 30-1 or 30-2
•Social Studies 30 or 33
•Mathematics 20 Pure or Applied, Mathematics 24
•Science 20, 24, Biology 20 or Chemistry 20 or Physics 20

NOTE: For those going to 30-level and 33-level courses, successful completion of a diploma examination is required.

•successfully complete the following:

•Physical Education 10 (3 credits)
•Career and Life Management (CALM - 3 credits)
•10 credits, in any combination, from Career and Technology Studies (C.T.S.) OR Fine Arts OR Second Languages
•10 credits in any 30-level courses (including locally developed/acquired and authorized courses) in addition to 

English 30-1 or 30-2 and Social Studies 30 or 33.

THE CERTIFICATE OF ACHIEVEMENT

Students may choose to earn credits toward the Certificate of Achievement.  To qualify for a Certificate of Achievement, stu-
dents must earn a minimum of 80 credits, 67 of which are to be defined as follows:

RETROACTIVE CREDITS

A student who fails a course in a subject with more than one series and a final mark no lower than 45% may proceed to the
next higher course in the alternate series.  (e.g.  English 10-1;20-1;30-1 series–English 10-2;20-2;30-2)

Upon successful completion of the 23 or 33 level course, a student is eligible for retroactive credits in the prerequisite course
at the 13 or 23 level provided credits have not already been granted in either the 10-20 or 13-23 series.

ALEXANDER RUTHERFORD SCHOLARSHIP
FOR HIGH SCHOOL ACHIEVEMENT

The Alexander Rutherford Scholarship for High School Achievement recognizes and rewards exceptional achievement at the
senior high school level and encourages students to continue their studies.  The scholarship is based on scholastic achieve-
ment in grades 10, 11, and 12 with $400, $800, and $1300 awarded respectively. The maximum value is $2500.

Calculation for grade 12 averages will be based on an equal weighting of the teacher-awarded and diploma examination
marks.  In those instances where an eligible subject does not have a diploma examination, the teacher-awarded mark will be
used.

GUIDELINES FOR STUDENTS ENTERING GRADE X

You should select courses related to your interests, abilities, and your future occupational preferences.  The following are 
suggested guidelines:

1. A student who has secured a 65% standing or greater in all Grade IX subjects should succeed in most subjects.
2. A student who has secured a 50% to 64% standing in Grade IX may succeed in Grade X subjects but might have 

difficulty with the 10-20-30 program.
3. A student who has received some grades below 50% in Grade IX must make course selections with care or 

consider the Integrated Occupations Program.



GUIDANCE COUNSELOR

The role of the guidance counselor is to provide assistance to the students of Olds High School in the following areas:

1. Having a positive attitude towards learning–“A student who thinks he can, will.”
2. Using a decision making process that will enable students to assume personal responsibility for the choices they make.
3. Program and courses selection, course changes, and some tracking of student academic progress.
4. Planning for post secondary education, scholarships, financial assistance.
5. Correspondence courses.
6. Study skills, world of work skills.
7. Occupation interest inventories.
8. Guidance Centre–display materials on occupations and post secondary choices.

ACADEMIC TEAM PROGRAM

Academic Team is an alternative education program that is aimed at students who wish to take a more active role in directing
their own studies.  Academic Team concentrates on encouraging students to manage their time and goals, and is intended to
offer students more control of their own learning.  The program operates in a non-traditional classroom setting under the direc-
tion of two teachers and a teacher aide.  Academic Team is rooted in the belief that students will become better learners if
given more responsibility for their education.  The Academic Team program is committed to providing a quality education in
an environment that encourages personal growth through the development of responsibility, maturity, self motivation, and ded-
ication.

Students .must successfully complete the application process at the end of grade9 in order to enter the Academic Team pro-
gram in September of their grade ten year.  Most students remain in A.T. for all three years of high school, although they
always have the option of returning to the regular classroom stream.  Entrance to the program is not possible in grades 11 and
12.

An Academic Team presentation is held every spring immediately following the grade nine high school registration evening.

English 10-1&10-2 5 credits
These programs are based on five General Outcomes that
are consistent for both Program levels with some differ-
ences in the specific outcomes between General Outcomes
2 and 4.
General Outcomes 1, 3, and 5 focus on process while 2 & 4
are product oriented.  In the Process Outcomes of 1, 3, & 5,
students will listen, speak, read, write, view, & represent to:

1. Explore thoughts, ideas, feelings and experiences.
3. Manage ideas and information.
5. Report, support, and collaborate with others.

The Product Outcomes will have students:

2. Comprehend and respond personally, critically, and
creatively to literature and other tests in oral, print, visual,
and multi-media forms.

4. Create oral, print, visual, and multi-media texts and
enhance the clarity and artistry of communication.

English 16 3 credits
English 16 is an Integrated Occupational course and is nec-
essary before taking English 26 (the second year course).  It
is intended for those who have experienced considerable dif-
ficulty in Junior High School Language Arts.  The English 16
course requires 3 hours a week of class time to earn 3 credits
toward the Certificate of Achievement.  The course concen-
trates on developing basic skills in: listening, reading, speak-
ing, viewing, and writing.  Four (4) themes are addressed in
the course: Between You and Me, Beside and Beyond, Media
Madness, and World of Work.  Students learn through activ-
ities related to the workplace and in a practical hands-on
manner.  Job related communication skills are practiced in
this course.  The skills learned in English 16 are applied in
the occupational courses taken by a High School I.O.P. stu-
dent in the Community Work Station.

Social Studies 10 5 credits
Social Studies 10 is a course designed to cover many facets
of social studies.  While the main focus of the course is on

Canadian History in the 20th Century, Canadian Geography,
Government and Law are also focused on.  The perspective
taken in the course is how Canada interacts in the world com-
munity. The objectives of the course are to create active,
responsible citizens in Canadian society. An emphasis of
Canada’s struggle for a constitution is a common theme of all
units in the course.

Social Studies 13 5 credits
The focus of Social Studies 13 is on Canada’s development
as a sovereign state in the 20th Century. The content empha-
sis is a mixture of Canadian history and the evolution of
Canadian law and human rights.  Students are taught the
process by which citizens can influence government through
interest groups, etc.  The objective of the course is to create
a responsible Canadian citizen that will be able to understand
the political process and legal responsibilities of all Canadian
citizens.

Social Studies 16 3 credits
The curriculum is designed to meet the needs of students
enrolled in the Integrated Occupational Program.  The areas
of study are divided into three (3) themes:

1.  Being a citizen.
2.  You and the Law.
3.  Careers–your employability.

Additional areas of study will be selected and planned by the
students and teacher at the beginning of the course.

Mathematics 10 Pure 5 credits
The Pure Mathematics stream is designed for students with
an interest and aptitude in mathematics, who are intending to
pursue post secondary studies in a mathematics intensive
program. Pure Math emphasizes theory and the use of alge-
bra and graphing to solve problems.  The general approach is
to apply algebra to solve a problem.
It is recommended that students with 60%+ (with success in
the algebra units) in Grade 9 Math choose the Pure Math
stream.  

Mathematics 10 Applied 5 credits
The Applied Mathematics stream is designed for students
who plan on post secondary education that is not mathemat-
ics intensive.  The course emphasizes the application of
mathematics and the use of numerical and geometric
approaches to solve problems.  The general approach is to
solve a problem to lead to an understanding of the algebra
involved.  Students will be expected to have a graphing cal-
culator for the course, preferably the Texas Instrument TI-83
Plus.
It is recommended that students with 60%+ (who did have
difficulty with algebra) in grade 9 choose Applied Math.
Algebra will be covered in Applied Math, but not to the same
extent as Pure Math.

GRADE X COURSE DESCRIPTIONS



Mathematics 14 5 credits
This course is intended for those students who consistently
had great difficulty in Junior High Mathematics.  It is expect-
ed that upon completion the student will have developed con-
fidence in his/her ability to apply basic arithmetic and geom-
etry to practical solutions.  Math 14 topics include ratio and
proportion, statistics and probability, geometry, measure-
ment, algebra, and graphing.

Mathematics 16 3 credits
This course is designed to meet the needs of students enrolled
in the Integrated Occupational Program and is the prerequi-
site for Mathematics 26.  Topics covered are: earning money,
skills for the consumer, math in the workplace, and budget-
ing and banking.

SENIOR HIGH SCIENCE(S)
The senior high science programs will help all students attain
the scientific awareness needed to function as effective mem-
bers of society.  Students will be able to pursue further stud-
ies and careers in science, and come to better understand
themselves and the world around them.  To achieve this,
appropriate curriculum components  are identified and
approached from a common philosophical position in each
science course.  These components include expected student
knowledge, skills, and attitudes.

The senior high science programs place students at the cen-
tre. Students are active learners and will assume increased
responsibility for their learning.

Science 10 5 credits
This academic science course is designed to be a foundation
for the Biology, Physics, and Chemistry studies in grades11
and 12.  In unit A, the fundamentals of Chemistry, molecular
energies, are studied in combination with historical develop-
ment, laboratory applications, and mathematical problem
solving.  In Unit B, the fundamentals of Physics, specifically
the enegries of motion, are studies in combinationn with his-
torical development, technological applications, and numer-
ous problems solving tasks.  In Unit C, the fundamentals of
Biology, specifically the study of cellular and plant systems,
are studied with reference to anatomy and physiology along
with the appplication of microscope techniques.  Lastly, the
summative Unit D for the course focuses on the Earth as a
whole system using climatic patterns as a key example of
energy movements in the biosphere.
Science 10 is a prerequisite for all the 20 level science cours-
es.  It is suggested that students have a 65% minimum in both
Science 9 and Math 9 for success in Science 10. 

Science 14 5 credits
Each unit of study in the Science 14 course emphasizes and
identifies an area of context for study.
Unit A, Investigating Properties of Matter, will have a Nature
of Science emphasis.  In this unit, student attention is focused
on the processes by which scientific knowledge is developed

and tested, and on the scientific knowledge itself.  Skills
emphasized in these units are the skills of scientific inquiry.
Unit B, Energy Transfer Technologies, and Unit C, from Life
to Lifestyle, will have a Science and Technology emphasize.
In these units, students seek solutions to practical problems
by developing and testing prototypes, products and tech-
niques to meet a given need.  The skills emphasized are those
of problem solving, in combination with the skills of scien-
tific inquiry.
Unit D, Matter and Energy in the Biosphere, will have a
Social and Environmental Context emphasis.  In this unit,
student attention is focused on issues and decisions; students
seek and analyze information and consider a variety of per-
spectives.

Science 16 3 credits
Science 16 is an Integrated Occupational course and is the
prerequisite to Science 26.  It is intended to give the student
an understanding of the interaction between science and
technology. Topics that will be covered include Systems of
the Human Body, Chemistry for the Consumer, Using
Systems & Technologies, and Managing Environment &
Resources.
French 20 (taken at Gr 10 level) 10 credits
This class explores five (5) themes.  Team work and creativ-
ity are an integral part.  Acquisition of vocabulary and mas-
tery of basic grammatical structures are the main objectives.

Art 10 3 or 5 credits
Art 10 is an introductory level study of the visual arts in
which students will explore the elements and principles of art
and design. This course emphasizes the creative development
of the mind along with development of techniques using a
variety of media. Some of the art concepts and media cov-
ered in this course include:
• drawing skills and techniques.
• color theory and painting.
• sculpture with clay and plaster.
• pottery and glazes.
• animation.
Stained Glass 10/20/30 3 credits
Using the medium of glass, students with or without previous
experience will learn the process of creating sun catchers,
mosaics, a garden stone, and a 3-dimensional project.  Some
projects are completed using lead came, although the tiffany
method of stained glass is the norm.  

Music 10 (Instrumental) 5 credits
This full year course will develop instrumental playing
(Band) in a performance ensemble setting.  All band instru-
ments will be taught.  There will be a theory component deal-
ing with notation, articulation, rhythm, scales, and music ter-
minology.  Many styles of music will be performed (rock,
pop, Latin American, ballads, overtures, classical).  Concerts
will be performed during the year. These are required for
course completion.
Requirements: previous music experience or permission of
the instructor.



Guitar 10 5 credits
This is an introductory course in which students learn to read
and play guitar through notes and chord symbols as well as
TAB.  Students will learn various picking and strumming
techniques and a variety of styles ranging from Blues, Pop,
Rock, country and Classical. 

Choral Music 10 3 credits
Provides students an opportunity to express, perform, and
create vocal music.  Musical skills such as reading music and
correct vocal technique will be reinforced.

Music 15 (Jazz Band) 3 credits
This full year course will be taught outside of the regular
schedule.  It will involve instruction during lunch periods
through the term.  Frequent public performances may also be
anticipated.  Performance participation is mandatory!!!
Requirements: Registration in Music 10 or permission of the
instructor.

Physical Education 10 5 credits
Development of body management, coordination, and con-
trol through a variety of activities involving team, pair, and
individual sports.  Emphasis will be placed on recreational
and fitness activities.  Activities may include: soccer, bad-
minton, team handball, ice skating (hockey, broomball), ten-
nis, curling, basketball, and volleyball.  Fitness will be a
component of each unit to help to better the general well-
being of the students.

C.T.S. Financial Management  10 3 credits

Financial Management provides an introduction to the prin-
ciples of accounting.  Three modules will be covered:
Service Business 1 and 2, as well as Taxation.  Students will
learn basic bookkeeping skills from business startup, through
a month of daily transactions, to month-end financial state-
ments.  Cash-only business examples will be used.  The third
module, Taxation, will provide students with the opportunity
to prepare various personal income tax returns.

C.T.S. Information Processing 10 3 or 6 credits
At the grade 10 level, students will choose to either take an
Office Administration route, or a Graphics/Web Design
route.  All students will complete modules covering basic
computer concepts, as well as keyboarding and Word

Processing.  After that, modules will depend on the route
chosen, either Spreadsheets and Databases, or Graphics and
Multimedia.  Each module successfully completed earns
you one credit.

C.T.S. Fashion Studies 3, 4, or 5 credits
Fashion Studies is designed for students with an interest in
fashion and sewing.  Fashion design and illustration, con-
struction, fashion merchandising, and textile arts are a few
areas covered.  Students are able to individualize the course
by selecting 3, 4, or 5 modules from ten (10) areas for 3, 4,
or 5 credits.  Some materials will be supplied.

C.T.S. Foods 10 5 credits
Foods at the grade 10 level allows students, through skill
development in the kitchen lab, to investigate the physical
and chemical properties of foods.  Students work on a vari-
ety of modules that focus on food groups and allow the stu-
dent to be able to apply nutrition and consumer knowledge to
the food and meal preparation that they do in the lab.  This
course emphasizes learning that can help students improve
the quality of their everyday lives. The first module in CTS
Foods is a prerequisite for all other Foods modules. 

Drama 10 5 credits
This participatory course includes the fundamental aspects of
drama–artistic exploration, theory, and performance.  The
student will receive a comprehensive introduction to the
major elements of Alberta Education’s High School Drama
Program including: scene study and analysis, acting, improv-
isation, design, movement, speech, and media creation.  The
student will also attend at least one professional play pro-
duction at a cost of approximately $20.
C.T.S.  Cosmetology 5 credits
Cosmetology Studies is a strand of C.T.S. introducing skills
and practices for personal use or use in a related career field.
Specific areas covered include braiding, manicures, hair
techniques, curling iron and blow drying, make up, facials,
and skin care.  Student centered learning is encouraged, and
client work is incorporated into the course.

CAREER & TECHNOLOGY STUDIES (Shop)   5 cr

Career and Technology Studies (C.T.S.) is designed to help
students develop practical knowledge, skills, and attitudes
appropriate to their personal or future work lives.  Students
select modules to explore careers or interests in trades,  tech-
nologies and communications.  Students are required to com-
plete at least five (5) modules from seventy-five (75) mod-
ules offered in three levels (introductory, intermediate, and
advanced).  Module levels are not limited to specific grades;
you can begin at any time and progress at your own pace.
Each completed module will earn the student one credit and
the opportunity exists to earn 6, 7, or more credits during the
course.



Modules are grouped into general categories or strands.  The
strands presently offered are:

C.T.S.:  Construction Technology
Modules in this strand relate primarily to woodworking.
Modules include general woodworking, frame carpentry,
cabinet making, skateboard making, furniture making, as
well as more specialized modules in the wood lathe, concrete
finishing, and masonry construction.  In these modules the
students make projects such as tables, child’s chair, scale
building models, and cabinets, among others.

C.T.S.:  Fabrication
Modules in this strand relate to metalworking. Currently
eighteen (18) modules are offered in this strand including
modules in arc and oxy-acetylene welding, MIG welding,
knife making, sheet metal work, jewelry making, black
smithing, metal casting, metal lathe, special projects, and
many others.

C.T.S.:  Design
The modules in the design strand concentration are mechan-
ical drafting and computer assisted drafting (CAD).  Students
begin with simple hand drawings and progress through sev-
eral modules using the computers and may end up designing
buildings or major mechanical devices.

C.T.S.:  Communications
The modules in this strand concentrate on preparing and pre-
senting information.  Students may spend several modules
learning about photography by using cameras with black and
white film and then work in the darkroom to develop the pic-
tures.  Several photographic techniques are practiced with
various digital photographic equipment.  Other students use
computers, digital cameras, and scanners to prepare anima-
tions, interactive presentations, internet home pages, TV
commercials, short movies and business cards.  Many of the
presentations are posted on the internet for others to view.

C.T.S.: Mechanics
We offer several introductory level mechanics modules to
give students the opportunity to work on their own vehicles
and learn some entry level skills to provide linkages into the
Tech Prep and RAP programs that are offered off campus.
Students perform inspections, oil changes, wheel bearing
repacks, minor electrical repairs, tire changes and balances,
and many other simple mechanical tasks.  In addition, stu-
dents disassemble, measure, and reassemble an automotive
engine in order to learn about the components and operation
of an engine.

C.T.S.: Electricity and Electronics
Modules exist in this area to allow students to experiment
with simple electronic circuits, generation of electricity,
robotics, and home electrical.  Projects are assembled to pro-
vide a practical application as well as a nifty device to take
home.   

C.T.S.: Forestry
Three modules are offered covering basic forestry issues, for-
est ecology, and forest stewardship.

This year we are offering a free lunch to the sixth (6th) per-
son who comes and shows this paragraph to claim their
lunch.

Radio and Television Broadcasting 5 credits
Radio and Television Broadcasting includes both theory and
practical use of cameras. Topics will include cinematogra-
p h y, editing, equipment operation, radio and television
announcing, storyboarding, news, weather and documentary
writing, directing, advertising, and station management. The
goal is to provide video services for most events taking place
in the school.  We will video, edit, and produce DVD’s as
often as possible.

Students taking this course must be prepared to commit time
outside the regularly scheduled classes to participate in pro-
duction schedules to record school activities such as drama
productions, assemblies and sports events.

Occupations 16 10 credits
The occupational component of the Integrated Occupational
Program is designed to provide opportunities for the student
to gather practical learning experiences within the context of
the workplace.  The occupational courses focus first and
foremost on the needs of students and seeks to build on their
strengths.  They are designed to help students construct their
own bridges as they make the transition from school to the
workplace.



English 20-1 5 credits
English 20-1 is an academic course intended to promote the
student’s ability to interpret literature and to communicate
effectively.  Class activities fall into the areas of reading,
writing, listening, speaking, viewing, and presenting.
Representative works from each of the major genres of liter-
ature–the short story, poetry, drama, the novel, and the
essay–will be examined.  Thematically related literature will
be integrated as appropriate.  This course is the prerequisite
for English 30-1 and has several major assignments.

English 20-2 5 credits
Though this course explores and studies several genre, the
emphasis remains on communication skills.  A recent addi-
tion to the course is the inclusion of a visual component, and
text creation.  The overall purpose of the course remains the
same - improvement of the students’ communication skills in
preparation for the world of work.

English 26 3 credits
English 26 is an Integrated Occupational course and is nec-
essary before taking English 36 (the third year course).  The
English 26 course requires 3 hours a week of class time to
earn 3 credits toward the Certificate of Achievement.  The
course concentrates on developing basic skills in listening,
reading, speaking, viewing, and writing.  Four themes are
addressed in the course: Conflict and Choices, On My Mind,
Marvelous  Media, World of Work–Keeping the Job.
Students learn through activities related to the workplace and
in a practical hands-on manner.  Job related communication
skills are practiced in this course.

Social Studies 20 5 credits
The modern world has been influenced by major ideas and
forces which emerged from the 19th century experience.
Nationalism, industrialization, imperialism and international
rivalries with their effect on the development of nations is a
focus of study.  Secondly, an examination of diversity, devel-
opment, quality of life and alternate futures will be addressed
in relationship to global interdependence in the present
world.

Social Studies 23 5 credits
The Growth of the Global Perspective: Important changes in
European society that have helped to shape the modern
world.  These changes have impacted on modern problems in
the 20th Century.  Social Studies 23 will examine these
changes.

Topic A: The Development of the Modern World–historical
changes that have shaped our world.
Topic B: Development problems in the southern hemisphere.

Social Studies 26 3 credits
This course is a follow-up to Social Studies 16 and a neces-
sary component to earn the Certificate of Achievement.  It is
designed to give the student an opportunity to develop
knowledge, skills, and attitudes required to make decisions
for the benefit of themselves, Canadian society, and citizens
in the global community. Topics that will be covered
include: You and the Canadian Identity, Canada and You in
the World, Career Trends and You.
Social Studies 16 is a prerequisite.

Mathematics 20 Pure                                 5 credits
Pure Math emphasizes math theory and the testing of mathe-
matical hypothesis.  The Pure Math approach, which is often
deductive and symbolic, endeavors to show that concepts are
valid all the time, or valid within a well defined set of restric-
tions.  Real life problems are then presented in order for stu-
dents to apply previously learned math procedures and con-
cepts.  Students will make use of algebra and graphing to
solve problems.  Algebra is taught both on a “when needed
basis” and for its own sake.

It is recommended that students choosing Math 20 Pure have
a Math 10 Pure mark of 60%+.

Mathematics 20 Applied 5 credits
The Applied Mathematics stream is designed for students
who plan on post secondary education that is not mathemat-
ics intensive.  The course emphasizes the application of
mathematics and the use of numerical and geometric
approaches to solve problems.  The general approach is to
solve a problem to lead to an understanding of the algebra
involved.  Students will be expected to have a graphing cal-
culator for the course, preferably the Texas Instrument TI-83
Plus.  Students will be expected to have a graphing calcula-
tor for the course, preferably the Texas Instrument TI-83
Plus.

It is recommended that students choosing Applied Math 20
have an Applied Math 10 mark of 60%+.
Math 10 Applied is a prerequisite.

GRADE XI COURSE DESCRIPTION



Mathematics 24 5 credits
Mathematics 24 is based on practical applications of mathe-
matics in everyday life.  Topics include income and income
tax, banking, purchasing a home, mortgages and household
insurance, budgets and getting value for money spent, life
and health insurance, and an elective component.

Mathematics 26 3 credits
A follow-up from Math 16 in the Integrated Occupational
Program.  This course is designed to give the student math
skills needed in today’s world both in the home and in the
workplace.  Topics that will be covered include: Consumer
Credit, Buying a Car, Renting and Decorating a Home,
Income Tax, and Investments.

Biology 20 5 credits
This academic science course is divided into three major
components.  The first series of units are designed to build a
foundation for Ecology and will be completed in the Biology
30 course.  The second series of units are focused on the cell,
specifically energy concepts, to build foundations for the
study of Bioche.mistry which will become a major section of
Biology 30 study. The last series of units are designed to
focus on the systems within the human body, including the
digestive, cardiovascular, and excretory systems, and prepare
the students for the focus on Anatomy and Psysiology in the
first half of Biolgy 30.

Chemistry 20 5 credits
The Chemistry 20 course emphasizes the key science
themes: matter and chemical change.  The course consists of
four (4) units: a) Matter as Solutions, Acid, Bases, and Gases,
b) Quantitative Relationships in Chemical Change, c)
Chemical Bonding, and d) Organic Chemistry.

The first two units focus on practical applications involving
many laboratory skills for chemical analysis.  The last two
units focus on explaining chemical theories and properties
with the use of models.

Physics 20 5 credits
The main theme of Physics 20 is Energy. There are five (5)
units of study: a) Kinematics, b) Dynamics, c) Circular
Motion and Gravitation, d) Mechanical Waves, and e) Light. 

To be successful in Physics 20 a student should have at least
a 65% average in Pure Math 10 and Science 10.

Science 24 5 credits
Science 14-24 is a course designed to make the study of sci-
ence and technology more meaningful to students and more
relevant to their everyday lives now and as citizens of the
future. The two course sequence satisfies the science require-
ments for the General High School Diploma. Topics include.
1. Body Systems. 4. Disease
2. Household Science. 5. Energy Consumption
3. Investigating the Environment. 6. Materials We Use
4. Understanding the Technology. 7. Safe Transportation

Science 26 3 credits
Science 26 is an Integrated Occupations Program course and
is a follow-up to Science 16.  The course deals with the fol-
lowing themes through numerous experiments and activities:

1. Personal health and Lifestyle.
2.  Materials We Use.
3.  Technology in Transportation.
4.  Energy and the Environment.

French 30 5 credits
(taken at Grade 11 level)
This class explores five (5) themes.  Team work and creativ-
ity are an essential part.  Oral and written abilities are devel-
oped.  Exploration of more complex language structures.

Art 20 3 or 5 credits
Art 20 is an intermediate level study of the visual arts in
which students will examine various approaches to art and
design.  This course emphasizes the creative development of
the mind along with development of techniques using a vari-
ety of media.  Some of the art concepts and media covered in
this course include:

•drawing skills and techniques.
•portraiture with ink and charcoal.
•painting techniques with acrylics and watercolor.
•sculpture with clay, plaster, and wire.
•pottery and glazes.
•mosaic design.

Career & Life Management - Career Transitions 6cr
C.A.L.M. is designed to assist students in acquisition of
skills and information to plan for their futures and to succeed
on their own.  This is a practical, activity-based course.
Topics include:

• Personal and Interpersonal Challenges
• Self Management
• Communication skills
• Personal goals
• Well Being
• Coping with stress, peer pressure, substance use

and abuse
• Human Sexuality
• Relationships
• Getting along with others at home, school, and work
• Careers and the World of Work
• Career planning, job interviews, getting a job,

keeping a job
• Independent Living/Financial Planning

and Consumer Choices
• Planning to live away from home
• Credit
• Savings
• Investing Money
• Insurance
• Consumer awareness

The Career Transitions component of this program guides the
student through the process of seeking employment, prepar-



ing résumés, completing applications, employment legisla-
tion, job safety, and other related topics.  A personal portfo-
lio will be prepared by each student for use as a potential
employer information package.  Career transitions provide
valuable, practical preparation for employment following
graduation.  It is also a necessary prerequisite or co-requisite
for work experience courses.

Leadership 20              3 credits
Leadership 20 is an intermediate level course for those stu-
dents interested in increasing their unders tanding of
Leadership and applying these concepts in the community
and school.  The philosophy behind the program is based on
the belief that high school is a critical time for leadership
development and that students can obtain valuable skills,
experiences, and mind sets through a leadership development
program which will have a positive effect on themselves,
their school, and community at large.  The course, while
dealing with theoretical topics, will have real life applica-
tions and experiences.  Students will apply class work to
project work with the aim of improving school wide student
satisfaction with their school experience.  Some of the prac-
tical components of the course will be implemented in con-
junction with the Student Council , so students are expected
to attend student council meetings in addition to one noon
hour class per week.

Topics of study will include:
•Introduction to leadership & leadership styles.
•Self-understanding.
•Goal setting.
•Organizational and production skills, time management.
•Communication.
•Public Relations.
•Effective team members, meetings.
•Decision making and problem solving.
•Event planning.
•Volunteerism.

Music 20 ( Instrumental) 5 credits
Music 10 is the prerequisite.  See Music 10.

Choral Music 20 3 credits
Provides students an opportunity to express, perform, and
create vocal music.  Musical skills such as reading music and
correct vocal technique will be reinforced.

Music 25 (Jazz Band) 3 credits
See Jazz 15.  Requirements: Registration in Music 20 or per-
mission of the instructor.

Physical Education 20 5 credits
Fitness, individual and dual sports, games and outdoor trips
are areas of study in Grade XI.  The following activities may
be utilized: basketball, skating (ice hockey, broom ball,
ringette), badminton, curling, aerobics, track & field, tennis,
swimming, weight training, baseball, team handball, golf,
archery, first aid, etc.  Activities are selected at the instruc-
tor’s discretion.

C.T.S. Financial Management 20 3 credits
C.T.S. Financial Management at the grade 11 level will take
the student through the preparation of a complete set of
adjusted financial records for a business.  Accounting proce-
dures for a merchandising business are studied.  Students
learn how to work with special journals.  Payroll accounting
procedures and skills are also included.  A brief look at com-
puterized accounting is included as a part of this course.
Financial Management at the grade 10 level is a prerequisite
to taking it at the grade 11 level.

C.T.S. Information Processing 20 3 or 6 credits
At the grade 11 level, students will continue in either the
O ffice Administration route, or the Graphics /We b
Design/Multimedia route that they started in Grade 10.  The
O ffice Administration route includes extensive Wo r d
Processing and Intermediate Spreadsheets.  The Graphics
route includes Web Page Design, Electronic Publishing, and
Multimedia.  Each module successfully completed earns you
one credit.

Computer Graphics 20/30                        5 credits
This course will be offered to grade 11 and 12 students who
have already completed the Graphics /We b
Design/Multimedia route in Information Processing 10.
Students will follow this stream at the Intermediate and
Advanced level, however this will be a dedicated course
allowing for more teacher instruction than in the general
Information Processing course.  Topics will include
Multimedia, Web Page Design, Computer Animation, Video
Editing and Graphic Editing.

C.T.S. Fashion Studies 3 or 5 credits
Designed to build on Fashion Studies, grade 10 level, stu-
dents choose three, four, or five modules from eleven (11)
areas.  Students work at an individual pace in such areas as
fashion design, illustration, construction, pattern design, and
specialty fabrics.  This course can be offered for 3, 4, or 5
credits depending on the demand.  Students will need to sup-
ply their own materials.

C.T.S. Foods 20 5 credits
In Foods at the grade 11 level, students work on a variety of
modules such as rush hour cuisine, cake and pastry, and
international cuisine.  Throughout the course students devel-
op an understanding of personal, family, cultural, environ-
mental, and economic factors related to food behavior and
choices.  In all modules, that knowledge will be applied to
cooking situations in the kitchen lab.  This course is excellent
for students who have enjoyed Foods at the grade 10 level
and want to learn more! 



CAREER & TECHNOLOGY STUDIES (Shop)     5 cr

Career and Technology Studies (C.T.S.) is designed to help
students develop practical knowledge, skills, and attitudes
appropriate to their personal or future work lives.  Students
select modules to explore careers or interests in trades,  tech-
nologies and communications.  Students are required to com-
plete at least five (5) modules from seventy-five (75) mod-
ules offered in three levels (introductory, intermediate, and
advanced).  Module levels are not limited to specific grades;
you can begin at any time and progress at your own pace.
Each completed module will earn the student one credit and
the opportunity exists to earn 6, 7, or more credits during the
course. (See Career and Technology Studies category
descriptions in the Grade X section. They apply to all high
school grade levels.)
Modules are grouped into general categories or strands.  The
strands presently offered are:

• Construction Technology
• Fabrication •Mechanics
• Design •Communications
• Electricity and Electronics •Forestry

Radio and Television Broadcasting 5 credits
Radio and Television Broadcasting includes both theory and
practical use of cameras. Topics will include cinematogra-
phy, editing,  equipment operation, radio and television
announcing, storyboarding, news, weather and documentary
writing, directing, advertising, and station management. The
goal is to provide video services for most events taking place
in the school.  We will video, edit, and produce DVD’s as
often as possible.

Students taking this course must be prepared to commit time
outside the regularly scheduled classes to participate in pro-
duction schedules to record school activities such as drama
productions, assemblies and sports events. Second year stu-
dents will be work on advanced projects and work as team
leaders.

Drama 20 5 credits
This is a continuation of the skills explored in Drama 10 with
more of a focus on acting and play production. The second
year drama course also introduces playwrighting and theatre
criticism. The student will also attend at least one profes-
sional play production at a cost of approximately $20.
Drama 10 is a prerequisite.

C.T.S. Legal Studies 3 credits
Students will study a wide variety of topics including an
introduction to the history and nature of law, contract law,
family law, and law relating to basic rights and obligations.
The civil and criminal law systems will be dealt with through
study of case scenarios covering contract, tort, wills and
estates, and crime fact situations.  Common law and statute
law will be examined.  Guest speakers and a field trip to local
or Calgary courts are possible additional features of the
course.

General Psychology 20 3 credits
This introductory course is designed to give the student an
insight into how and why we behave the way we do.  Specific
areas of study include: theories, learning and learning strate-
gies, adolescent behavior, abnormal behavior/treatment, and
career options in Psychology.

Registered Apprenticeship Program (R.A.P.) 5 cr
Students with an interest in pursuing technical programs
requiring apprenticeship may register in these courses in
grade eleven or grade twelve.  They must consult with the
principal prior to selecting these courses in order to learn the
program requirements.  Opportunities exist for students pur-
suing work in any approved trade.

Occupations 26 10 credits
The occupational component of the Integrated Occupational
Program is designed to provide opportunities for the student
to gather practical learning experiences within the context of
the school, home, community, and the needs of students and
seek to build on their strengths.  They are designed to help
students construct their own bridges as they make the transi-
tion from school to the workplace.

Work Experience 25 5 credits
This course refers to employment undertaken as an integral
part of a planned school program in Alberta that is under the
cooperative supervision of a teacher coordinator and the
employer.  Students may obtain five (5) high school credits
per course providing they have completed a minimum of 125
hours respectively in each course.

The program may be a career guidance or exploratory pro-
gram wherein the student is given the opportunity to work at
different occupations.  The experience provides a basis,
through observation and supervised participation, for an
informed career choice.  These courses are recommended for
the grade eleven or twelve levels.

Career transitions is a prerequisite or co-requisite for these
courses.

Special Projects 20 3 or 5 credits
This course is for a student to pursue an area of interest not
within the scope of the regular curriculum.  Special projects
are subject to approval of the coordinator.  Students are
required to submit a carefully structured proposal to the
Coordinator of Special Projects.  Special Projects proposals
must be submitted and approved at the time of registration
for the course.  The proposals should have approval before
the end of June in the preceding school year. These courses
are recommended for grade eleven or grade twelve students.



English 30-1 5 credits
English 30-1 is an academic course.  At this level, the course
is demanding of the student’s effort and time–success
depends on the student’s commitment to do work outside of
the classroom.  The course is primarily a literature course
with emphasis on reading, writing, and classroom discussion.
Without strong study skills, good work habits, and self-
directed learning, students may find they will face some dif-
ficulties.  This course is recommended for those wishing to
enter university and for those with a strong academic back-
ground.

English 30-2 5 credits
English 30-2 is for the s tudent pursuing the General
Diploma.  The primary emphasis in the course is on improve-
ment of some basic language and writing skills.  Much of the
work consists of short written assignments, language exer-
cises, reading exercises, and thinking skills.  New to the
course is a variety of text creation and an emphasize on stu-
dent responsibility.   Students should be prepared to do a con-
siderable amount of homework on a regular basis.

English 36 3 credits
English 36 is the final Integrated Occupational course in
English.  The English 36 course requires three (3) hours a
week of class time to earn three (3) credits toward the
Certificate of Achievement.  The course concentrates on
developing basic skills in listening, reading, speaking, view-
ing, and writing.  Students learn through activities related to
the workplace and in a practical hands-on manner.

Social Studies 30 5 credits
This course is divided into two (2) parts.  The first unit is
absolutely essential to understanding issues discussed in the
second unit.  The first section deals with three (3) major
economies–market, command, and mixed, and the two (2)
major political systems–dictatorship and democracy. We
apply the above models to existing systems–democratic cap-
italism, fascism, democratic socialism, and communism.
The latter half of the course studies war and cooperation in
the above models as a means of solving man’s problems.
Since current developments of many conflicts continue to
unfold, keeping abreast of current events is essential.

Social Studies 33 5 credits
This course will extend the historical study of change in
Europe with particular focus on the 20th Century. The first
unit focuses on the world political and economic systems and
the turmoil they are going through right now.  In the second
unit, war and cooperation in the 20th Century will be studied.

Mathematics 30 Pure                           5 credits
Pure Math emphasizes math theory and the testing of mathe-
matical hypothesis.  The Pure Math approach, which is often
deductive and symbolic, endeavors to show that concepts are
valid all the time, or valid within a well defined set of restric-
tions.  Real life problems are then presented in order for stu-
dents to apply previously learned math procedures and con-
cepts.  Students will make use of algebra and graphing to
solve problems.  Algebra is taught both on a “when needed
basis” and for its own sake.

It is recommended that students choosing Math 30 Pure have
a Math 20 Pure mark of 60%+.

Mathematics 31 5 credits
All students who plan on attending a university to pursue a
math, science, or business related degree should consider
taking Mathematics 31.  Pure Mathematics 30 is a prerequi-
site for Mathematics 31.  Students will be permitted to take
Pure Math 30 and 31 concurrently. Topics covered in the cal-
culus section include derivatives of relations, maximum and
minimum problems, graphing, application of derivatives and
integration.  Problem solving is an important part of this
course.  There is no diploma examination for this course.

Mathematics 30 Applied 5 credits
This course is the completion of the Applied Math courses.
It primarily is a course that is data driven, using numerical
and geometrical problem solving techniques.  Algebra is
used, but not to the extent of the Pure Math course. Applied
math tasks are designed to develop student flexibility and
responsibility. Technology is an integral part of applied
mathematics.  Students will be expected to have a graphing
calculator for the course, preferably the Texas Instruments
TI-83 Plus.
It is recommended that students enrolled in this course have
60%+ in Applied Math 20.

Biology 30 5 credits
This is an academic course with a Diploma Final Exam worth
50% of the student’s grade.  The first unit of the course con-
tinues the study of Anatomy and Physiology of the human
body with development of the nervous, endocrine, and repro-
ductive systems.  The unit of the course focuses on the bio-
chemistry of human cells with the study of cellular knowl-
edge leading to an understanding of protein synthesis, cellu-
lar reproduction, and genetics.  The final and third unit of the
course summarizes and applies the knowledge of genetics to
populations and ecology.

GRADE XII COURSE DESCRIPTIONS



Chemistry 30 5 credits
The themes of systems, energy, and change are central in
Chemistry 30.  The components of a system influence each
other by the transfer of energy and matter, changes to one
part result in changes to other parts of a system.  Chemistry
30 consists of these units: Thermochemical Changes,
Electrochemical Changes, and Equilibrium: Acids and Bases
in Chemical Changes.

Many of the concepts learned in Chemistry 20 will be used
and expanded upon in this course.  Lab skills will continue to
be developed for practical chemical and analysis applica-
tions.

Physics 30 5 credits
The diversity of matter and energy are the predominant
themes of the Physics 30 course.  Physics 30 consists of five
units: Conservation Laws, Electric Forces and Fields,
Magnetic Forces and Fields, Nature of the Atom, and Waves
and Particles.

Physics 20 is a prerequisite for Physics 30.  Pure Math 20 is
also a suggested prerequisite.

French 31A 5 credits
(taken at Grade 11 and Grade 12 level)
This class explores five (5) themes.  Individual work and cre-
ativity are required.  Oral, reading, and writing abilities are
equally refined.

Art 30 5 credits
Art 30 is an advanced level study of the visual arts in which
students will focus on art appreciation as well as various
techniques in art and design.  This course emphasizes the cre-
ative development of the mind along with development of
techniques using a variety of media.  Some of the art con-
cepts and media covered in this course include:

•advanced drawing techniques.
•portraiture with plaster.
•art history research and canvas painting.
•advanced painting techniques with acrylics

& watercolor.
•pottery and glaze techniques.

Music 30 (Instrumental) 5 credits
Refer to Music 10.  Music 20 is a prerequisite.

Music 35 (Jazz Band) 3 credits
Music 25 is the prerequisite.  Requirements: Registration in
Music 30, or permission of the instructor.

Drama 30 5 credits
This third year extension of the high school drama curricu-
lum has particular focus on directing a short play as well as
furthering the student’s understanding of: acting, design,
speech, movement, theatre criticism, and the media.  Drama
20 is a prerequisite.  This course may be used towards satis-
fying the arts requirement needed for college and university

entrance.  The student will also attend at least one profes-
sional play production at a cost of approximately $20.

Physical Education 30 5 credits
This program is designed to focus in the dual and individual
activities.  There is a strong emphasis on the fitness aspect
and it’s importance.  Some theory will be presented to create
a better understanding of fitness and first aid concepts.  The
course has a strong flavor of recreational activities that may
be pursued; or the participant will at least have the base to be
able to participate in the future.  Activities may include: bad-
minton, cycling, skating, volleyball, archery, track and field,
golf, tennis, swimming, curling, dance, racquetball, weight
training, etc.

There may be a variety of outdoor trips planned to cover
areas of the curriculum.  These trips are planned and
designed to meet the interest of the groups involved.   These
trips may include downhill skiing and/or cross country ski-
ing, cycle trips, and camping trips.  On all trips, participation
of the parents is welcome.  Activities are selected at the
instructor’s discretion and the interest of the group.

C.T.S. Financial Management 5 credits
Financial Management at the grade 12 level places emphasis
on the accountant’s role in the use and preparation of finan-
cial reports.  Adjustments studied would include depreciation
and bad debt allowances, prepaid expenses, and corporation
income tax.  The basic general accounting concepts include:
inventory control, notes, interest, departmental, partnership,
budgeting, and corporation accounting techniques .
Computerized accounting simulations use the software
Simply Accounting.  Students must have completed
Financial Management at the grade 11 level to take this
course.

C.T.S. Information Processing 30 3 or 6 credits
At the grade 12 level, students will continue in either the
O ffice Administration route or the Graphics /We b
Design/Multimedia route.  Modules will depend on the route
chosen.  The Office Administration route includes Word
Processing, Spreadsheets, Database and Graphic Integration,
and can include an off-campus module done in a local office
if desired.  The Graphics Route includes higher-end Web
Page Design, Electronic Publishing, and Multimedia, includ-
ing some Computer Animation.  Each module successfully
completed earns you one credit.

C.T.S. Fashion Studies 3, 4, or 5 credits
Fashion Studies at the grade 12 level is designed for the self-
motivated student, interested in expanding his/her skill and
knowledge level.  Advanced techniques in design and knowl-
edge of specialty fabrics are covered.  Individuals work at
their own pace, on projects of their choice.  This course is
designed so students choose 3, 4, or 5 modules from eight (8)
specialized areas.



C.T.S. Foods 30 5 credits
In Foods at the grade 12 level, students can significantly
improve their skills and knowledge by working on a variety
of modules such as advanced preparation techniques, cre-
ative baking, entertaining with food, food presentation, and
stages of the life cycle.  This is an excellent course for stu-
dents who have a real love and interest in foods and for their
preparation.  Students are encouraged to apply the knowl-
edge gained in Foods to improve the quality of their every-
day lives. 

Occupations 36 10 credits
The occupational component of the Integrated Occupational
Program is designed to provide opportunities for the student
to gather practical learning experiences within the context of
the workplace. The occupational courses focus first and fore-
most on the needs of students and seeks to build on their
strengths. They are designed to help students construct their
own bridges as they make the transition from school to the
workplace.

CAREER & TECHNOLOGY STUDIES (Shop)     5 cr

Career and Technology Studies (C.T.S.) is designed to help
students develop practical knowledge, skills, and attitudes
appropriate to their personal or future work lives.  Students
select modules to explore careers or interests in trades,  tech-
nologies and communications.  Students are required to com-
plete at least five (5) modules from seventy-five (75) mod-
ules offered in three levels (introductory, intermediate, and
advanced).  Module levels are not limited to specific grades;
you can begin at any time and progress at your own pace.
Each completed module will earn the student one credit and
the opportunity exists to earn 6, 7, or more credits during the
course. (See Career and Technology Studies category
descriptions in Grade X section. They apply to all high
school grade levels.)

Modules are grouped into general categories or strands.  The
strands presently offered are:

• Construction Technology
• Fabrication •Mechanics
• Design •Communications
• Electricity and Electronics •Forestry 

Radio and Television Broadcasting 5 credits
Radio and Television Broadcasting includes both theory and
practical use of cameras. Topics will include cinematogra-
phy, editing,  equipment operation, radio and television
announcing, storyboarding, news, weather and documentary
writing, directing, advertising, and station management. The
goal is to provide video services for most events taking place
in the school.  We will video, edit, and produce DVD’s as
often as possible.

Students taking this course must be prepared to commit time
outside the regularly scheduled classes to participate in pro-
duction schedules to record school activities such as drama

productions, assemblies and sports events. Second year stu-
dents will be work on advanced projects and work as team
leaders.

Leadership 30 3 credits
This is an extension of Leadership 20 which is the course
pre-requisite, whereby students apply the skills and theory
from the previous year in a project based learning team envi-
ronment. In other words, students put words and abilities into
action. Individual students are expected to design and plan a
school project or participate in a major project in a leadership
capacity.  Students must act as team leaders, motivate, organ-
ize and recruit others, and collaborate and communicate with
school groups and personnel.  Evaluation is based on the per-
sonal development and leadership style, and the student’s
ability to consistently demonstrate advanced leadership skills
such as creative thinking, problem solving, commitment,
reliability, initiative, effective communication and media
relations, use of organizational tools and accountability.
Students must keep records of their project plans and volun-
teer hours for quarterly evaluation. They must also attend
student council meetings in addition to one noon hour class
per week.

Registered Apprenticeship Program (R.A.P.)       5 cr
Students with an interest in pursuing technical programs
requiring apprenticeship may register in these courses in
grade eleven or grade twelve.  They must consult with the
principal prior to selecting these courses in order to learn the
program requirements.  Opportunities exist for students purs-
ing work in any approved trade.  Entry into the RAP program
can begin the summer after grade 10 is completed.

Work Experience 35 5 credits
This course refers to employment undertaken as an integral
part of a planned school program in Alberta that is under the
cooperative supervision of a teacher coordinator and the
employer.  Students may obtain 5 high school credits per
course providing they have completed a minimum of 125
hours respectively in the course.

The program may be a career guidance or exploratory pro-
gram wherein the student may be given the opportunity to
work at different occupations.  The experience provides a
basis, through observation and supervised participation, for
an informed career choice.  These courses are recommended
for the grade eleven or grade twelve levels.

Special Projects 30 3 or 5 credits
This course is for a student to pursue an area of interest not
within the scope of the regular curriculum.  Special projects
are subject to approval of the coordinator.  Students are
required to submit a carefully structured proposal to the
Coordinator of Special Projects.  Special Projects proposals
must be submitted and approved at the time of registration
for the course.  The proposals should have approval before
the end of June in the preceding school year. These courses
are recommended for grade eleven or grade twelve students.
